Daily report #2 – official arrival day (day x-1) 

 

Thursday 12th of March was the arrival day for all participants and on 6pm the last modification 
in the starting lists were completed.  In total 11 teams from 6 nations (CZE, GER, ITA, ROU, SUI, 
AUT) were registered and did eventually arrive. 

During the day the organizers did build up the target area including tuffet, anemometer and 
packing area, which will be close to “Gondl Stubn” in the middle of the ski area.  

The Chief Judge Ulf Tingnert held the judges conference with his panel and reported to the Jury 
that the competition is ready to start. Also the FAI Controller Guenter Berendt reported to 
himself in his role as the Jury President that the preparations and venue inspections were 
completed in the afternoon and during the first Jury Meeting the beginning of the 19th FAI World 
Parachute-Ski Championships in St. Johann/ Austria was approved. 

The 1st Team Manager Meeting was held according to the bulletin and did start at 8pm. The 
general event schedule was presented by the Head of Organising Committee, Tobias Hufler. 
Then the competition details were briefed by the Meet Director Hans Huemer and the Chief 
Judge Ulf Tingnert. 

All starting numbers for the accuracy landing competition starting on Friday 13th 9 am and for the 
ski race commencing on Saturday also at 9 am were distributed. If the weather would be on our 
side this time, there is even a chance to finish the championships on Saturday. But we have 
Sunday until 3pm as reserve.
